Palangkaraya, Central Kalimantan

ETA Mackenzie Findlay worked at the Banjarmasin
ACCESS class while evacuated from Palangkaraya
due to the haze. She taught two classes, one
on the American Constitution, and the other on
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diversity in America, using the film The Freedom
Writers as a basis for the discussion. Oftentimes,
Indonesian students presume that all foreigners are
tall, white, and blonde, and this discussion aimed to
teach the students how diverse Americans are and
how we all have unique traits that make each of us
special. The students drew “identity pictures” with
their names surrounded by words or images that
represent what makes them unique. They loved the
opportunity to express themselves through artwork!

ETAs Carlie and Mackenzie also had the opportunity
to attend the Banjarmasin ACCESS program gradua-
tion ceremony. After two years of twice-weekly class,
these students were graduating from the intensive
English program.
